	Introduction to diseases in opthalmology and proper diagnostic and therapeutic approaches in primary health care. After proper history taking and clinical examination, students will be able to associate ophthalmology with other specialties, suggest optimal diagnostic procedures and therapy (selection and application route/mode). 	Introduction to ophthalmology. Eye embryology. General anatomical data. Eyelids:Anatomy, diseases of the skin and eyelid edges.Inflammation of the eyelid glands.movement of the eyelids.Eyelid tumors. Lacrimal apparatus: anatomy, inflammation, tumors. Conjunctiva:Anatomy, forms of hyperemia, inflammation of the conjunctiva.Trachoma, follicular conjunctivites. Allergic conjunctivites. Degenerative changes and tumors. Cornea: anatomy, semiology, inflammation, superficial keratitis.Deep keratites and viral keratites. Degenerative changes, special pathologic forms. Sclera: anatomy, inflammation. Anterior eye chamber. Uvea: iris, ciliary body, choroid - anatomy.Iris, ciliary body, choroid - inflammations.Tumors, congenital anomalies. Pathological changes of the pupil.
