	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Since the students have acquired basic knowledge in the CNS anatomy, physiology, pathophysiology, pathology, internal medicine, diagnosis, the course aims at the association of acquired knowledge with specific issues in neurology. Neurological reasoning is the principal goal to be achieved (anatomical and topographical localization of processes, clinical picture, diagnosis, basics of therapy, including the ethical and psychosocial dimensions). 

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Theoretical teaching   Students are acquainted with general neurology – cranial nerve pathology, central and peripheral motor neuron, cerebellum, sensory systems, extrapyramidal system, higher cortical functions and diagnostic methods in neurology.After that, the focus shifts to the issues of special neurology – neurologic diseases of the cerebrovascular, peripheral, and muscular systems, epilepsy, brain and spinal cord tumors, degenerative, inflammatory and demyelinating diseases, extrapyramidal system diseases, peripheral nerve diseases and pediatric pathology.
Practical teaching   Practical teaching takes place at patient bedside, trying to demonstrate to the students all neurological disorders and diseases from the plan & program of practical teaching.

Students should be able to recognize most common neurological conditions, principally emergency conditions such as coma, cerebrovascular insults, epileptic conditions, brain traumas etc.
