	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The aim of the course is to acquaint students with the immediate treatment of acute traumatic and other emergency events affecting one or more organs or systems. One of them is cardiac arrest, i.e. fundamental and additional measures of cardiopulmonary reanimation. Another relates to the immediate treatment of other accidental conditions, shock, oxygen treatment and fluid treatments. Other concern events or conditions that require emergency medical care. 
Students should be able to appropriately respond and offer professional care to vitally compromised patients.

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	The main topics relates to different emergency conditions. Acute resuscitation is first topic including approach to the patient, airway, breathing (ventilation), circulation and specific resuscitations.  Other relates to medical emergencies including  chest pain, myocardial ischemic disease, rhythm disturbances, hypertension, syncope, valvular disease etc.  Some relates to orthopaedic trauma, neuro trauma, visceral trauma and other organs or systems trauma. Other relates to coma diagnosis and emergency care. Very important topic relates to pulmonary emergencies including asthma etc, then gastrointestinal emergencies, urogenital emergencies, Infectious diseases. Metabolic and endocrine emergencies have place as well. Intubation, ventilation and fluid administration is included in theoretical but also in practical program during education period. Other included emergencies are: obstetric, pediatric, hematologic, toxicologic etc.
