	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The course Clinical microbiology should provide students with the knowledge of possible causes of infectious diseases and clinical syndromes, pathogenesis of infectious diseases in relation to the type of causative agents.

The course should provide how to use microbiological methods necessary for differential diagnosis of infectious diseases and clinical syndromes to solve problems. Bacterial, viral, parasitic, and fungal infections of the respiratory, digestive and urogenital system, central nervous system, skin and soft tissues, eye, cardiovascular and locomotor system. Etiopathogenesis of the bacteremia, fungus infections and sepsis. Perinatal infections caused by viruses, bacteria and parasites (etiology, pathogenesis and microbiological differential diagnosis).
Practical teaching
Methods for the differential diagnosis of bacterial, viral, parasitic and fungal infections of various organ systems, organs and tissues. Principles of choice of appropriate microbiological diagnostics  method and interpretation of microbiological findings.
