Still life of simple content. Interiors. Sitting nude, interior setting, Lying nude, a full register of color, light, space. 
 Due to individual tutorials in painting, students are encouraged to pursue individual approaches through a combination of studio practice integrated with study of color theory, art history and contemporary art theory. Selection of students’ paintings, sketches and studies.
