	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Acquainting with the phenomenon of urban environment and urbanization process, urban structure, functions and forms. Acquainting with the fundamental issues of role, structure and importance of urban zoning, town planning analysis and spatial planning. 
Building student capacity to understand complexity of the planning process and acquiring basic knowledge in the field of spatial and town planning and designing, which facilitate implementation of planning principles and methodological approaches during studies and in practice. 

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Theory classes (3+0):

Acquainting students with the problematic researched within the course. Introductory lecture – problematic and importance of town planning. Definition and importance of cities in social, economic and cultural development. 

HJistorical development of cities. Settlements in clan system communities, ancient classical age, medieval society, Renaissance and Baroque, ideal cities of the Renaissance, cities of Socialist utopians, absolutist monarchies cities, cities in early Capitalism. Garden city, industrial city, linear city. 
Urban structure – model, elements, mutual relations, influential factors. Physical structure of a city– elements, principles of organization, characteristic patterns, forms. 
Urban requirements and functions – basic classification and characteristics, spatial and location requirements of urban functions and relations of interdependencies. Urban zoning, theories and models. 
Housing as multidimensional complex urban functions. Goals, criteria and parameters of town planning regulations in the field of housing. Criteria for choice of location. Criteria for evaluation of housing quality. 
Basic types and forms of housing and their characteristics. Principles of spatial-functional organization of individual housing. Principles of spatial-functional organization of multi-storey housing. 
Urban social centers. City squares. Industry (division and choice of location).
City greenery. Recreational complexes (concept and development, sports events structures, children playgrounds and schoolyard playfields). 
Traffic and traffic network – definition and characteristics, types and forms, principles of planning.

Spatial and town planning (concept, definition, importance, subject, goal and tasks). 
Spatial and town plans (tasks, basic characteristics, types and content of the plans, mutual relationship of plans). 
Methodology of planning and production of spatial plans. Adoption and implementation of spatial plans. 
Human environment protection (essence and problematic of protection ,preservation and improvement of human environment, sustainable development).
Urban renovation and reconstruction.

1. Explanation of the term paper structure, methods of production and technical processing; formation of working teams, 2. Defining of the paper topic, references and other sources, 3. Elaboration of contents and structure of the paper, 4.Current status, 5 -8. Development, consultations, 9-10. Presentation, corrections, 11-13. Development, consultations, finalization, 14. Technical processing, 15. Handing over of the paper.
