	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences) 

	The aim of the course is to enable students in theoretical reflection on the structure and content of media genres, but in the context of broader social relations - editorial policy, expressiveness and specificity of media, audience etc. The emphasis is on the transformation of communication models and techniques that redesigned genres creating a public sphere in the spirit of digital media technologies appropriate to interest of new audiences. 
After completion of the course the student is expected to independently identify, formulate and distribute media genres, appropriate current technologies and better educated audience. Theoretical knowledge will be justified to the literature by studying the modern world, while the practical interpretation of genres and the participants will be trained for their creation.

	1. Principles genre studies (Science genres), definition and types of genres in journalism and literature; 2. History, specificity and distribution of new genres; 3. The poetics of the genre: diachronic, synchronic, comparative and theoretical context; 4. Structural-compositional organizing data and narration genres: 5 news and information; stylistic variations; 6. Other factual genres; 7. Techniques for interview and media specificities; 8. Analytical genres and specifics; 9. Documentary reportage - between the statements and the arts; 10. Criticism as a modern communicational product; 11. The elements of the generic structures and theoretical concepts communicability; 12. The title blocks, announcements and out in the electronic media; 13. Mass specificity and narrative sequence; 14. The computer-reporting and investigation; 15. The thematic and investigative reporting. 
Practical classes: Study research work will be organized in the form of term papers, creative workshops and polemical clubs, as well as a presentation of video materials.
