	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The course will explore the historical relationships of power, domination and practices of colonialism and imperialism in the modern period through the study of literature and culture. It will engage with notions of history, nationalism, migration, gender, race and, class in the context of postcolonial theories and literatures. By the end of the course students will develop a critical understanding of colonial and postcolonial constructs such as Orientalism, transnationalism, hybrid identity, the cosmopolitan etc. They will be familiar with critical theories that have been used to interpret postcolonial literatures and able to apply insights gained to produce theoretically informed analyses of primary texts.

	A range of literary and theoretical texts from Africa, India, Canada, Australia, the Caribbean and the Near and Middle East will normally be included in the reading list. The list has two sections: Theory (Achebe, Ch.; Ahmad, A.; Anderson, B.; Bhabha, Homi K.; Pratt, M. L.; Said, E.; Spivak, G. Ch. etc.) and Fiction (S. Rushdie, Midnight Children; A. Desai, Fire on the Mountain; A. Roy, The God of Small Things; K. Desai, The Inheritance of Loss; Ch. Achebe, Things Fall Apart; N. Gordimer, July’s People; V.S. Naipaul, A Bend in the River, C. Philips, Crossing the River, P. Carey, Oscar and Lucinda, S. Morgan, My Place; M. Ondaatje, Running in the Family, M. Atwood, Edible Woman; J. M. Coetzee, Dusklands, Foe, Disgrace, D.
