	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Teaching students about the territory where the Serbs lived and managed to establish a state, about the population structure in the widest possible sense (economic, religious, national), the industrial structure and its development from the early Middle Ages up to the fall under the Turkish rule.  

In the Middle Ages, Serbs did not manage to form one state, but there were several. The lands were organised into Sclaviniae, counties. Formation of towns, differences in their legal status, size and economic power. Teaching students about the class structure, the nobility and the commoners, about the possibilities of mobility, religious structure, the legal status of the Roman Catholics.

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Teaching students about the general geographical characteristics of the Serbian lands in the Middle Ages.  Sclaviniae – the oldest form of statehood in the Slavs. Emergence of the first Serbian states. A county (župa) – a basic administrative unit. Formation and development of towns from their first reference to the late 15th century. Territorial development of the Serbian mediaeval state. Population – ethnic, religious and social differences; migrations. Farming – dependent population status. Mining before the arrival of the Saxons to Novo Brdo. Trade and the influence of Dubrovnik on its development. Specificities of Bosnia and differences from Raška.
