	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The purpose of the course The Balkans in the Late Middle Ages, 12th -16th Century is to understand the complex processes which took place in South East Europe during the centuries marked by momentous political changes – from the emergence of the Nemanjic dynasty Serbian state, over the fall of Constantinople into the hands of the western Crusaders in 1204, to the arrival of the Ottomans in the 14th century and their complete dominance in this area after only few generations.
