There is a high degree of structural similarity between this language course and the course in Semantics of Naming, so many practical and theoretical issues are bound to occur in either the theoretical or practical aspects of the English language.  Areas of study:  Text comprehension, Meaning and Stylistics, Narrative in Time, Foreign borrowings in English, Functional aspects of the passive construction, Multimedia sources of the lexicon, Nonfinite verbal forms, SAT test, Grammatical close tests, Lexical close tests.
