The erstwhile homeland of Serbs and their coming to the Balkan Peninsula. The formation process of the first Serbian states, their territorial organisation, towns, industry and political history. Coming of Christianity, development of literacy, creating a library, the oldest preserved architecture. Origins of the first Serbian ruler saintly cult – Prince Vladimir. Relationship of the Serbian states with Byzantine Empire and Bulgaria. Social and economic relationships, Peter Odeljan and George Voyteh risings, a struggle for Church independence and gaining a status of kingdom.
