	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Introducing students to the Raška struggle for independence, gaining a status of kingdom and autocephaly, a rapid development of Raška afterwards. 

In the 12th century, Doclea loses its significance whilst Raška continues its struggle for independence, creating contacts with other states (Hungary, Czechia, Russia). Gaining the royal crown and autocephalic status completes the independence process. A period of independent development starts, statehood, culture, economy, mining. A national ideology emerges with the saintly cults of St Simeon and St Sava.  

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Introducing student to the weakening of Duclea and the Raška domination. The Raška struggle for independence from the Byzantine Empire. Establishing connections with Hungary and further on with Czechia, Poland and Russia. Stefan Nemanja's activities in foreign policy, reliance on the Church, calling for Synod, law, ideology, founding the Hilandar Monastery. Gaining the royal crown and the Church independence, emergence of written laws (typikons, the Nomocanon of St Sava, St Simeon and St Sava's Law, the Žiča charters). Struggle for affirmation, Raška between Bulgaria, Epirus, Hungary and the Latin states. Arrival of the Saxons and the development of industry, augmentation of the state wealth, coin minting. St Simeon and St Sava's cults, the Serbian rulers' founding activities (monasteries of Studenica, Žiča, Mileševa, Sopoćani), Domentian and Theodosius' activities. A rapid development of Raška during the reign of Dragutin and Milutin. Bosnia – the rise during the rule of Ban Kulin and the struggle for survival in the 13th century. The Bosnian Church.
