	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The basic aim is to introduce students to the most important concepts and theories of socio-affective development, and the factors and aspects which determine it (with a special emphasis on the theory of attachment).  Understanding the nature of emotional development, along with an emphasis on understanding the importance of quality interaction with figures which are of special significance in various phases of development, starting with the primary figures of early development and understanding interaction with peers, to partner relations among adults. Using instruments to evaluation emotional development (Attachment Q Set, Waters, 1997 and Autobiographical Emotional Events Dialogues, Koren-Karie, 2010). Based on the theoretical knowledge and the application of suitable instruments, the key tenets of leading schools of thought are analyzed and compared, based on the dominance of the factors of development, from which implications are drawn regarding applicability.
