	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Acquiring knowledge about the characteristics of singing voice, proper breathing, tone formation, the basic principles of vocal technique and reading the scores, development of harmonic hearing and nurturing in students a positive attitude towards musicianship. Outcome: Appreciation of the basic principles of vocal technique and proper reading of the scores, practical use of the acquired theoretical and performing knowledge and skills. Students learn to sing in choir, participate in the realization of performing with ensembles.

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Course content: Lectures: Fundamentals of acoustics, ear, technical exercises, voice apparatus anatomy, posture in singing, voice posture, tone articulation, dynamic tinting.

Practical teaching: Exercises of voice warming up, posture, articulation, nuancing with the selected vocal compositions. The focus is on practical work. Compositions of all stylistic periods are included (from the Renaissance to contemporary music). The works can be vocal and vocal - instrumental, spiritual or secular character, and are used as references or program for public performance. Teaching is collective. The practical classes in this course are carried out through detailed development of scores by sections (separately sopranos, altos, tenors and basses), or larger groups, separately male and female voices, and the like. Shared rehearsals can be run with or without the piano. If the scores include vocal - instrumental work, part of the teaching is done with appropriate ensemble, soloists and the like. The teacher picks out the program according to the current quantitative and qualitative capabilities of the ensemble, musical work etc.
